The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, November 11, 2009.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:06 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Board Meeting.  Commissioner LaMantia pointed out a spelling error in the word “CenterPoint” on Page 2 of the minutes. Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Board Meeting with the correction and Commissioner LaMantia seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0). 

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Board Meeting and Commissioner Meagher seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0). 

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion. The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the September 2, 2009 Special Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gillett made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the September 2, 2009 Special Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and Commissioner Gorski seconded this motion. The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the September 9, 2009 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion. The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

PUBLIC COMMENT
Rob Strickland, DuPage Pilots Association, discussed his opposition to closing Runway 15/33 and his concerns with the Draft Master Plan.  Mr. Strickland stated that he is not in favor of moving General Aviation tenants to the South East Quadrant of the Airfield.

Allen Englehardt, professional pilot, stated his opposition to closing of Runway 15/33.

Dan Swanson, DuPage Airport based pilot, stated his opposition to closing Runway 15/33.  

Brian Norquest, International Flying Club, stated his opposition to closing Runway 15/33.  

Bob Brandt, DuPage Airport Tenant and Pilot, stated his opposition to closing Runway 15/33.  

Chairman Goodwin expressed his appreciation to all those individuals participating in the Public Comment Period. 

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird discussed the monthly operating statistics:    

Total number of gallons of fuel sold has decreased 21% for October; 19% from 2008.   Total operations have decreased 10% for October and  nearly 13% from 2008.   These statistics remain consistent with national trends.   Discussion occurred.

Executive Director Bird reported the Airport Security Enhancements Project is nearly completed; the new system was activated November 2 with minimal issues.  He stated that DuPage Airport now has one of the best security access control systems in any General Aviation Airport in the Country.  He recognized the efforts of Anna Marano, Procurement Analyst, for her work to issue most of the 530 badges to date;  and also Byron Miller and the Maintenance Department Staff who had key roles during the construction phase and assisted tenants and customers with gate operations.  

Executive Director Bird advised the budget process is progressing in a timely manner and a draft would be presented to the Finance Committee for review and discussion at a Special Meeting on November 16.   He continued that the 2010 Tentative Budget and Appropriations would be presented to the Board at the January Annual Meeting. 

Executive Director Bird continued to review Airport projects that have been or are nearly completed:  Concrete stairs and courtyard improvements in front of the Control Tower; roof and building upgrades along Tower Road and the red hangar; cantilevered deck recoating project; and runway upgrades and interior perimeter roadways. Work also continues on the Draft Master Plan.  He also advised the Draft 2010 Board and Committee Meeting Calendar is included for review and reflects meetings to be held in January, March, May, June, September, November. 

Staff Updates:

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, commented on the completion of the security access control system.  He added the pavement rehabilitation and repair project is completed on International Drive, Powis Road T-Hangars, and apron between Travel Express and American Flyers.  

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, reviewed building projects and upgrades that are nearing completion and advised the newly purchased deicing truck has been delivered and is ready for use.    

John Schlaman, General Manager of Prairie Landing Golf Club, will provide his report during the Golf Committee Report.

REVIEW OF SEPTEMBER 2009 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to provide a review of the Financial Statements for September 2009 and discussion followed.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee: 

Commissioner Gillett advised that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:

Commissioner Huizenga reported that the Finance Committee met this day and financial statements were discussed as presented by Mrs. Maedgen.  He advised the Finance Committee is recommending Board approval for various resolutions to be presented by staff.  The Finance Committee will hold a Special Meeting on November 16 to discuss the 2010 Tentative Budget and Appropriations.  

Golf Committee:

Commissioner Donnelly advised that the Golf Committee met earlier this day.   He stated the economic environment and weather issues have significantly impacted Prairie Landing Golf Club this year.   Mr. Schlaman stated that October Revenues are down 30%, however the golf course has remained profitable through end of October; November and December may be more challenged.  

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski reported that the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee met earlier this day and all committee members were present.    The Committee voted unanimously to recommend Board approval for agreements relating to the South Flight Center Apron development and airfield signage updates; an office lease agreement; an Ordinance addressing temporary reduction in SASO fees.         

DuPage National Technology Park:

Mike Murphy of CenterPoint Properties discussed the CenterPoint Team for the DuPage National Technology Park and introduced Len Caldeira of Jones Lang LaSalle; Dave Sullivan of Raucci & Sullivan Strategies; Brian Quigley, Jim Cross and Fred Reynolds of CenterPoint Properties.    

Jack Tenison briefly addressed efforts with potential tenants for the Technology Park and also provided a status report regarding the Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center Development.

OLD BUSINESS

Discussion and Review of the Draft Airport Master Plan

Executive Director Bird advised that Rob Hoxie and Eric Bernhardt of Jacob’s Consultancy were present to address any questions the Board may have with regard to the Draft Master Plan.  Mr. Bernhardt and Mr. Hoxie commented briefly on the concerns expressed by Airport tenants and local pilots relating to the closure of Runway 15/33.  Discussion occurred.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2009-1484; Award of  Bid to Old World Industries for the Procurement of Runway Deicing Materials.  

Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1484; Award of Bid to Old World Industries for the Procurement of Runway Deicing Materials.    The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1485; Award of Gasoline and Diesel Fuel Provider Contract to Parent Petroleum.
Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1485; Award of Gasoline and Diesel Fuel Provider Contract to Parent Petroleum  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1486; Award of License Agreement to Henry Harvell for 325 Acres of Hay Crop Harvesting.

Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board Approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1486; Award of License Agreement to Henry Harvell for 325 Acres of Hay Crop Harvesting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1487; Authorizing the Award of the Aviation Fuel Supply Contract.  

Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board Approval.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Meagher to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1487; Authorizing the Award of the Aviation Fuel Supply Contract.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Huizenga and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Chairman Goodwin recessed the meeting for a short break at 5:20 p.m.; the meeting reconvened at 5:30 p.m.  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1475; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services – Construction Phase to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4:  DPA-3391.

Executive Director Bird explained these proposed resolutions relate to the next phase of development for the South Flight Center Apron and would authorize the execution of an Engineering Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for Construction Phase Services and a Participation Agreement with the Illinois Department of Transportation – Division of Aeronautics.   Staff reviewed these agreements and costs associated with this project.  Discussion occurred and Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1475; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services – Construction Phase to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4:  DPA-3391.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0). 

Proposed Resolution 2009-1476; Authorizing the Execution of a Participation Agreement with State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4: DPA-3391.

Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1476; Authorize the Execution of a Participation Agreement with Sate of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4:  DPA-3391.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1463; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for Construction Phase Services for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.

Executive Director Bird explained these proposed resolutions would authorize execution of a Participation Agreement with the Illinois Department of Transportation – Division of Aeronautics and an Engineering Services Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for the project to construct airfield signage updates.  He continued this was an action item recommended at the FAA Runway Safety Action Team Meeting conducted at the Airport in 2007.  Mr. Miller discussed the specifics of this project and the costs associated.    Discussion occurred.   Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended approval.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1463; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for Construction Phase Services for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1464; Authorizing the Execution of a Participation Agreement with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.
Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1464; Authorizing the Execution of a Participation Agreement with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed by roll call vote (8-0).  Commissioner Davis abstained. 

Proposed Resolution 2009-1488; Authorization the Execution of an office Lease Agreement for NetJets Services, Inc.
Executive Director asked Mark Doles to summarize this proposed Resolution.  Mr. Doles explained that because of timing issues and in order to retain this long-term tenant, the Lease Agreement with NetJets Services was approved and executed administratively by the Executive Director.  

Mr. Doles discussed the terms of this office lease agreement and advised that staff is requesting after-the-fact approval for execution.    

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1488; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement for NetJets Services, Inc., ratifying the action of the Executive Director.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Ordinance 2009-227; Temporary Reduction in Certain Fees.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this proposed Ordinance.  

Mark Doles advised the Board had previously discussed a proposed reduction in SASO fees for based regulated aviation businesses at the Airport in view of the economic downturn.  Mr. Doles reviewed the proposed temporary fee structure and added that Attorney Luetkehans advised staff that Board action would be required for this temporary reduction in SASO fees.   Attorney Luetkehans prepared the Ordinance to authorize this fee reduction.  Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to approve Proposed Ordinance 2009-227; Temporary Reduction in Certain Fees.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

RECESS TO EXECUTIVE SESSION

Commissioner LaMantia made a MOTION to recess to Executive Session for the discussion of pending, probable or imminent litigation; employee matters; the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the DuPage Airport Authority; and the discussion and semi annual review of lawfully closed executive session minutes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed by roll call vote (9-0).  The meeting recessed to Executive Session at 5:40 p.m.    

RECOVENE REGULAR SESSION

The Executive Session was adjourned and the Regular Session reconvened at 6:20 p.m. and, upon roll call, a quorum was present for the meeting.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 p.m.
