REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, February 13, 2008.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:19 p.m. and there was a quorum present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 8, 2008 Meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee, there were none. Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2008 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion.  The motion was unanimously passed by roll call vote (7-0). 

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 16, 2008 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 16, 2008 Meeting of the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion. By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.  

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the December 11, 2007 Regular Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Davis made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the December 11, 2007 Regular Board Meeting and Commissioner Gorski seconded this motion.  By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 16, 2008 Regular and Annual Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 16, 2008 Regular and Annual Board Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion. By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird reported that monthly statistics, from an operational perspective, are down in all categories for January 2008 mainly due to weather conditions.   He continued that fuel sales in January were up 3.7%.   He stated that Airport crews continue to battle the bad weather conditions and the budget-to-date has already been exceeded this year for staff overtime; contracted snow removal, and ice melting chemicals.  He continued that a complete report on these expenditures would be provided at the next Board Meeting.  

Executive Director Bird related that a flyer was recently circulated in an effort to highlight the lower fuel prices being offered at the Airport and emphasizing the opportunity DuPage Airport has to be price competitive.   

He continued that the 2008 Tentative Budget and Appropriations, as passed at the January Board Meeting, had been transmitted to the County Chairman’s Office; the County Board staff had only one question relating to the DNTP and this was addressed. 

Executive Director Bird reported that at the federal level, no further progress had been made toward the passage of the FAA Reauthorization Bill.  He added there had been legislation passed extending FAA the ability to issue grant funding; staff continues to work with FAA and the State to secure funding for the Primary Runway Project.     

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, reported the following:  Pursuant to Board Action at the January meeting, Camden Aviation has relocated to the space vacated by T-Bird Aviation; the HVAC project at the Government Center is ongoing; negotiations are in progress with NTSB to extend their office lease until 2011 at the Government Center Building with the same type of lease terms as the recently renewed FSDO office lease, and this will be brought to the Board at a future meeting. 

John Schlaman, General Manager of Prairie Landing Golf Club, discussed financial information for January and reported that building projects at the golf club have been completed and preparation continues for opening the first weekend in March, weather permitting.   

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, reported that staff is waiting for equipment deliveries in March in order for the Airfield Lighting Control and Monitoring system project to resume; snow removal efforts have been ongoing.

REVIEW OF DECEMBER 2007 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird asked that Lisa Maedgen review the Financial Statements for December 2007 and she reported the following:  Operating Revenues for Airport Operations increased 5.8%; Fuel Operations Revenues decreased .66% and Prairie Landing Operations increased 4.7% from 2006; overall increase of 1.73%.  Expenses for Airport Operations increased 6%; Fuel Operations increased 2.5% and Prairie Landing Expenses increased 4.6% from 2006; overall expenses increased 3.89% from 2006.  Net Operating Income decreased 10% from 2006. Discussion continued briefly.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee:
Commissioner Gillett stated that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met; staff is still gathering information to address the Airport’s insurance requirements and possible changes needed in the Minimum Standards.  

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:  

Commissioner Huizenga continued his comments on the 2008 Tentative Budget and Appropriations and the Airport’s positive cash position.

Golf Committee:  

Commissioner Donnelly stated his agreement with John Schlaman’s report and made no further comments.

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski advised that the Capital Development Committee had met prior to the Board Meeting with complete attendance of all committee members.  He reported that the Committee considered two matters on the agenda; an Easement Agreement with Commonwealth Edison and the DNTP Consultant’s Agreement.  He advised that the Committee would recommend deferral of the DNTP Consultant’s Agreement pending further review.  Commissioner Gorski also advised there are issues with the legal description for the Easement Agreement with Commonwealth Edison and staff and attorneys are working to provide clarification.   He continued that Executive Director Bird provided a planning update advising of the funding delays by the State that have impeded progress on the primary runway project and other planning projects for the Airport.  

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2008-1358; Resolution Approving the Use of Outside Auditors for the Year 2008.
Chairman Goodwin asked that Board action for the resolution to approve the use of outside auditors for 2008 be deferred pending further evaluation of the bids received.   

Proposed Resolution 2008-1357; Authorizing the Execution of an Easement Agreement with Commonwealth Edison on Property Along Kautz Road.

Commissioner Gorski advised that during the Capital Development Committee’s review of this proposed Easement Agreement, there were issues relating to the legal description that required further clarification.  He continued that the Capital Development Committee is recommending Board approval of this Easement Agreement with specific modifications to be made prior to final execution and that Commissioner LaMantia would state these modifications as part of her motion.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1357; Authorizing the Execution of an Easement Agreement with Commonwealth Edison on Property Along Kautz Road subject to the confirmation of the following modifications:  (1) a new legal description to be provided covering all areas where work is to be completed; (2) a provision included that will require, in case of any overlap between the new easement and any old easements contained within the new legal description area, the terms of this new easement will prevail; (3) in paragraph one of the Easement Agreement, include the word “nonexclusive” between “perpetual” and “easement” and in the recital; (4) include language that requires, in case of abandonment, DAA would have the right to terminate the easement section; 5) legal counsel will review all documents that may conflict with the railroad easement; (6) Chairman Goodwin will appoint a “special committee” to review and approve modifications to the Easement Agreement and Resolution before final execution by Executive Director Bird.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gorski and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0).  Chairman Goodwin appointed Commissioner LaMantia and Commissioner Gorski to serve on the “special committee”, working with Attorneys and staff.

Proposed Resolution 2008—1354; Authorizing the Execution of a Consulting Agreement with the DuPage National Technology Park.

Chairman Goodwin asked that action for this agenda item be deferred pending further review of the Consulting Agreement.

Discussion Regarding Design Alternatives for Airport Landscaping and Signage.

Executive Director Bird advised that in the summer of 2007, the Airport contracted with Allen Kracower and Associates to develop landscaping enhancements at the Airport entrance on Kautz Road, and International Drive, and also evaluate Airport signage.   He continued that a number of meetings had occurred involving staff and Commissioner Huizenga; Larry Dziurdzik of Allen Kracower and Associates presented these proposed design options.   Chairman Goodwin asked the Board to evaluate the information as provided and this proposal would be addressed again at a future Board Meeting.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 4:47 p.m.
