The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, March 11, 2009.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:13 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the December 10, 2008 Regular Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the December 10, 2008 Regular Board Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Regular and Annual Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Regular and Annual Board Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Huizenga seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner LaMantia made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2009 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion. The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

Chairman Goodwin stated that the order of the meeting would be changed to address three agenda items relating to the DuPage National Technology Park, CenterPoint and the Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center development; Items 9.n., 9.o. and 9.p.

Proposed Resolution 2009-1447; Authorizing the Execution of a Lease Agreement with CenterPoint Properties Trust for the Communications Building and Duct System.

Executive Director Bird asked Attorney Phil Luetkehans to address this issue.  Attorney Luetkehans stated that after extensive negotiations between the Airport Authority, Technology Park and CenterPoint Properties Trust, a lease agreement is now ready for consideration by the Board.  He explained the basic terms of this lease agreement and discussion occurred.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillettt approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1447; Authorizing the Execution of a Lease Agreement with CenterPoint Properties Trust for the Communications Building and Duct System.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1449; Authorizing the Execution of a License and Indemnity Agreement with Northern Illinois University for the Communications Building.

Executive Director Bird asked Attorney Luetkehans to continue this discussion.  Attorney Luetkehans proceeded to explain that the DuPage Airport Authority owns a communication building located within the Technology Park.  He continued that Northern Illinois University views the Tech Park as a key component in the overall plan for accomplishing their goals relating to development of the NIU Net, their proprietary system of fiber and high speed communications.  He continued that NIU wishes to utilize a portion of the Communications Building and execution of the License and Indemnity Agreement would provide this authorization.   Attorney Luetkehans discussed the terms of the agreement and recommended Board approval.  Discussion occurred.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1449; Authorizing the Execution of a License and Indemnity Agreement with Northern Illinois University for the Communications Building.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1448; Authorize the Execution of a First Amendment to Agreement to Ground Lease with Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center, LLC.

Attorney Luetkehans explained that the current ground lease agreement with Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center (NIPRTC) provided that they secure permanent funding for the development by February 28, 2009, however, due to unstable financial markets, they were not able to accomplish this.  He continued that NIPTRC requested an extension of this agreement until December 23, 2009.  Attorney Luetkehans recommended that the Board grant this extension until June 30, 2009 at which time the Board could reevaluate the situation. Discussion occurred.  Chairman Goodwin emphasized that the DuPage Airport Authority Board and staff are committed to do everything possible to further the success of this development.   Attorney Luetkehans added the First Amendment to the Ground Lease Agreement is effective from February 28, 2009.   

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1448; Resolution Approving the Use of Outside Attorneys and Auditors for the Fiscal Year 2009.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).  

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird introduced the Jacobs Consultancy Team; Eric Bernhardt, Robert Hoxie, and Tracy Thompson.  A presentation of Airport Development Alternatives was provided and discussion followed. Chairman Goodwin asked if this presentation could be provided at a later date for Board members who were not present for this meeting.  Executive Director Bird stated this would be arranged with Jacobs Consultancy and the Board would be advised of the date.  

Executive Director Bird discussed the monthly statistics for February advising that Fuel sales are down 28% on the total gallons sold for the year.   He related that operations are essentially flat for the month as well as the year and discussed comparisons with other competing airports.  

Executive Director Bird advised that a meeting is scheduled for March 19 with Director Susan Shea, Division of Aeronautics, to continue to discuss prioritization of Airport projects.  He added that staff is preparing the Request for Proposal for a new fuel contract that will be awarded in the summer.  

Executive Director Bird advised that individual staff reports would not be provided due to the long meeting agenda and staff will be discussing various action items throughout the meeting.  

REVIEW OF DECEMBER 2008 AND JANUARY 2009 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to provide a review of the Financial Statements for December 2008 and January 2009 and discussion followed. 

Chairman Goodwin advised that the DuPage County Board Chairman asked Chairman Goodwin to address their Board on March 24 at 10:00 a.m., relative to Airport Authority’s 2009 Budget and Appropriations.  All commissioners and staff are invited to attend. 

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee: 

Commissioner Gillett advised that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:

Commissioner Huizenga reported that the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee met this day and Mrs. Maedgen provided a review of the Financial Statements for December 2008 and January 2009.  He advised that several agenda items would be recommended by the Committee for Board approval.  Commissioner Huizenga stated there were no issues to report at this time regarding the Annual Audit. 

Golf Committee:

Commissioner Donnelly commented that the Golf Committee met with all members present.  He advised that the Committee discussed the following topics: the upcoming golf season; an email promotion to be implemented; a direct mail promotion and the costs associated with these efforts.  John Schlaman referred to an article in the West Suburban Living Magazine ranking Prairie Landing Golf Course as “The Best of the Suburbs” -  #1 Course. 

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

In Commissioner Gorski’s absence, Commissioner LaMantia reported that the Capital Development Committee met, however a quorum was not present; no action was taken.   Commissioners Gillett and LaMantia discussed the committee agenda items and offered their favorable recommendation for Board consideration of the items presented. 

Chairman Goodwin recessed the meeting for a short break at 5:08 p.m.; the meeting reconvened at 5:14 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Ordinance 2009-224; Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2009 and Ending December 31, 2009.

Executive Director asked Lisa Maedgen to review the Budget and Appropriations Ordinance.  She advised that this budget is identical to the Tentative Budget and Appropriations Ordinance that was passed at the January 2009 Annual Meeting.  She continued that all statutory requirements and legal notices have been met and a public hearing was held with no members of the public in attendance.  She also added that the tentative budget was forwarded to DuPage County Chairman Schillerstrom’s office immediately following the January Board Meeting and that no comments have been received.   Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Ordinance 2009-224; Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2009 and Ending December 31, 2009.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1433; Award of Bid for the Procurement of Golf Cart Batteries for Prairie Landing Golf Course.
Executive Director Bird asked Dan Barna to discuss this bid award.  Mr. Barna advised that Prairie Landing Golf Course budgeted $45,000 to replace golf cart batteries for the entire fleet.  He added this would hopefully extend the life of the fleet for two to three more years.  Mr. Barna advised that bids were received from five vendors with the low and responsible bidder being Interstate Batteries at $33,156.30 for 474 batteries.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1443; Award of Bid for the Procurement of Golf Cart Batteries for Prairie Landing Golf Course.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Huizenga and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1434; Award of Bid for the Procurement of Two (2) Triplex Greens Mowers for Prairie Landing Golf Course. 

Mr. Barna discussed the bid award to replace two existing mowers at Prairie Landing Golf Course.  He continued that three bids were received and the low, responsive and responsible bidder was Burris Equipment Company at $43,660; $11,340 under the amount budgeted for this purchase.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1434; Award of Bid for the Procurement of two (2) Triplex Greens Mowers for Prairie Landing Golf Course.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Huizenga and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1436; Award of Bid for the Procurement of Sealcoating Services. 

Mr. Barna discussed locations for the 2009 sealcoating project.  He advised that seven bids were received and upon evaluation, the low, responsive and responsible bidder was Fox Asphalt Company at $12,950, which is $28,131 under the amount, budgeted for this project.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1436; Award of Bid for the Procurement of Sealcoating Services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1437; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1)  High Speed, Self-Propelled Runway Broom Truck. 

Mr. Barna continued to explain that runway clearing during snow and ice events currently requires 60 to 90 minutes of runway closure time and adding an additional broom truck to this fleet would improve the Airports efficiency with snow removal operations.  He added that two bids were received and Temco Inc. was determined to be the low, responsive and responsible bidder at $408,450; this is $216,250 less than the budgeted amount for this purchase.   Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board Approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1437; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1) High Speed, Self-Propelled Runway Broom Truck.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1438; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1) 4X4 Runway Plow Truck. 

Mr. Barna advised that Staff solicited bids for the purchase of a new runway plow truck to replace the existing 1991 FWD plow truck;  the transfer case for this truck was previously damaged and modified to operate as a two-wheel drive vehicle.  He continued that three bids were received and the low, responsive, and responsible bidder was determined to be Airport Technologies Inc. at $254,495; $245,495 less than the amount budgeted for this purchase.   Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1438; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1) 4X4 Runway Plow Truck.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1439; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1) All Wheel Drive Loader Backhoe.

Dan Barna advised that in 2009 the Airport Authority budgeted funds to replace the 1999 Loader. He continued that staff is requesting approval to purchase a new tractor/loader/back hoe to be used for snow removal, landscaping, and materials loading at the Airport; six bids were received and upon evaluation West Side Tractor was determined to be the low, responsive and responsible bidder at $62,999.  This amount is $13,500 under budget for this purchase.   

Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga  to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1439; Award of Bid for the Procurement of One (1) All Wheel Drive Loader Backhoe.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1441; Award of Contract for the Repair of Runway Pavement Sensors.

Mr. Barna explained that the Runway Weather Information Systems (RWIS) provides staff the ability to determine pavement temperatures and other weather related information that assists with managing snow and ice events.  He added that Surface Systems, Inc. (now Quixote) is the system manufacturer and as a proprietary system, sensor replacements are not available from other suppliers.  He discussed Quixote’s proposal and advised that staff is requesting approval for a not-to-exceed cost of $25,451.28, which includes a 5% owner’s contingency.  Crawford, Murphy, and Tilly, the Airport’s engineering firm, has reviewed the proposal price and is in agreement.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1444; Authorizing the Execution of a Design and Construction Observation for Hangar Roof Replacement with Charles Vincent George.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1442; Authorizing the Execution of a Contract with Shaw Environmental Inc. for Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) Closure Reporting Services for the Property Identified as Parcel 416 in the DuPage National Technology Park. 

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this proposed resolution.  Mr. Miller explained that this property was purchased in the 1990’s and was used for various businesses during the following years.  He continued that in 2008, the building located on this property was scheduled to be demolished and during this process an underground storage tank (UST) was located; the Airport Authority Board approved a proposal with Shaw Environmental Inc. for removal.  Mr. Miller continued to explain that minor soil contamination occurred upon removal of the tank and after clean up of this contamination, it is now the opinion of Shaw Environmental Inc. that closure of this incident may be possible.  Staff is requesting approval for this Time and Materials Contract with Shaw Environmental Inc. for a not-to-exceed budget amount of $9,600.  Shaw Environmental Inc. would provide a report to the Illinois Department of Environmental Protection with intent to obtain a “No Further Remediation” determination for this site; funding has been made available in the 2009 budget for this purpose.   Staff and the Finance Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1442;Authorizing the Execution of a Contract with Shaw Environmental Inc. for Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) Closure Reporting Services for the Property Identified as Parcel 416 in the DuPage National Technology Park.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote 

(5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1443; Authorizing the Execution of a Hangar Lease for Travel Express. 

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to address this proposed resolution.  Mr. Doles explained that execution of this lease agreement is requested for the vacant hangar located on Powis Road.  He added that Travel Express Aviation has been a tenant in good standing for 30 years and has grown in both size and services provided; currently Travel Express is providing flight training, aircraft rental, aircraft management and maintenance.  Mr. Doles  stated this proposed lease agreement would bring all of the Travel Express facilities to one location suitable for their growth.  He continued to discuss the specific terms of the lease agreement.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1443; Authorizing the Execution of a Hangar Lease for Travel Express. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1444; Authorizing the Execution of a Design and Construction Observation for Hangar Roof Replacement with Charles Vincent George.

Mr. Doles continued to explain that this proposed project is directly related to the lease agreement  approved for Travel Express.  He advised this authorizes a much needed roof replacement for the hangar located at Powis Road.  Mr. Doles added that funds have been reserved in the FY 2008 and FY 2007 Capital Reserve Fund and additional funds included in the FY 2009 Budget and Appropriations.    He explained that this project is within the Master Agreement with Charles Vincent George and discussed the specific costs and scope of work.  Staff and Commissioners Gillett and LaMantia recommended Board Approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1444; Authorizing the Execution of a Design and Construction Observation for Hangar Roof Replacement with Charles Vincent George.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1445; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Agreement – Design and Special Services Phase with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for the Project to Construct East Side Drainage System.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this agenda item.  Mr. Miller reviewed the specific location within the Kress Creek Watershed and discussed the improvements needed to alleviate the flooding potential in this area.  He continued that as part of development alternatives within the Master Plan Project the redevelopment of the Northeast Corner of the Airport was reviewed.   This engineering agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly will provide for a total not-to-exceed fee of $162,800.  Mr. Miller added that the Illinois Division of Aeronautics has reviewed and approved the scope of work for the proposed fee; he continued to review funding sources for this project.  Staff and Commissioners LaMantia and Gillett recommended Board approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1445; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Agreement – Design and Special Services Phase with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for the Project to Construct East Side Drainage System.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1446; Authorizing the Execution of a First Amendment to Lease Agreement with Illinois Aviation Academy.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to address this proposed resolution and he explained the specific terms of this Amendment to the Lease Agreement.   Staff and Commissioners Gillett and LaMantia recommended Board approval, with one modification. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1446; Authorizing the Execution of a First Amendment to Lease with Illinois Aviation Academy with the discussed modification.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).

OTHER BUSINESS

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recess to Executive Session for the discussion of pending, probable or imminent litigation; and the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the DuPage Airport Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (5-0).   The Regular Meeting was recessed to Executive Session at 5:45 p.m. and was reconvene at 6:07 p.m.  Upon roll call, a quorum was present for the remainder of the Regular Meeting.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
