The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, May 13, 2009.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:12 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Regular Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Regular Board Meeting and Commissioner Meagher seconded this motion.  The motion was passed by roll call vote (8-0).  Commissioner Sabathne’ abstained.

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion.  The motion was passed by roll call vote (8-0).  Commissioner Sabathne’ abstained.

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Golf Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2009 Golf Committee Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion. The motion was passed by roll call vote (8-0).  Commissioner Sabathne’ abstained.

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird introduced Major DeCapite of the United States Marines who briefly addressed the Board regarding operations underway this week in the Chicago area for Marine Week.   Major DeCapite expressed gratitude on behalf of the Marines for the support of the Airport Authority. 

Executive Director Bird discussed the monthly operating statistics advising that fuel sales are down 36% in total gallons sold for the month and 27% for the year, which is consistent with national trends.  He also advised that the Request for Proposal for the Fuel Provider Contract is in process and will be awarded at the September 9, 2009 Board Meeting.

Executive Director Bird provided an update on the progress for completion of the Airport Master Plan.  He related that meetings would be held with the Illinois Division of Aeronautics and FAA to begin the approval process for the Airport Layout Plan (ALP) and Jacobs Consultancy would then finalize the Master Plan.  He also reported that briefing meetings are being scheduled with neighboring communities and organizations as well as Airport tenants to provide a forum for sharing future Airport development plans.

Staff Updates:

John Schlaman, General Manager of Prairie Landing Golf Club, reported that golf rounds have been weather impacted through April with a 27% increase from April 2008; 22% increase in greens fees and cart fees from 2008; decrease in membership sales; Banquet sales are very challenging and staff is working to address this situation, which seems to be a trend with our competitive courses.   He continued that Total Revenues have decreased 6% and that expenses for both March and April are good. 

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, advised that Argonne National Laboratory is currently leasing office space on the Third Floor of the Flight Center Building and they have executed their option to extend the lease for this space until 2010.    Mr. Doles advised that Helicopters Inc. has brought two of their news helicopters to DuPage Airport, on a month-to-month basis.   He also referred to the agenda items to be addressed relating to hangar reroofing and renovations as well as bid awards.

REVIEW OF MARCH 2009 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to provide a review of the Financial Statements for March 2009 and discussion followed. 

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee: 

Commissioner Gillett advised that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:

Commissioner Huizenga reported that the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee met this day and Mrs. Maedgen provided a review of the March 2009 Financial Statements.  He advised that the Committee recommended several items for Board approval.  

Golf Committee:

Commissioner Donnelly commented that the Golf Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.  However, he recently met with Executive Director Bird and John Schlaman to discuss the information provided by Mr. Schlaman earlier in this meeting.    

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski reported that the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee met earlier in the day with all members present.  He advised that Agenda Item 9.h., relating to an advertising contract with Roaring Thunder Media, was discussed and would be favorably recommended for Board approval.

NEW BUSINESS

PRESENTATION BY JACK TENISON REGARDING INCENTIVES AND DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES FOR THE DUPAGE NATIONAL TECHNOLOGY PARK.

Jack Tenison, Executive Director of the DuPage National Technology Park provided an update on the progress of the Northern Illinois  Proton Treatment and Research Center development. Chairman Goodwin emphasized the Board’s continued support for the development of this facility.

Mr. Tenison then proceeded with his presentation on Technology Park Development Strategies. 

Discussion followed.

Chairman Goodwin recessed the meeting for a short break at 5:00 p.m.; the meeting reconvened at 5:15 p.m.  
Proposed Resolution 2009-1450; Award of Contract to Video and Sound Services Inc. for Airport Security Program Enhancements.
Executive Director Bird stated that the Airport Authority had previously established reserve accounts for various projects to be undertaken for upgrading the Airport, such as the security upgrades needed at the North end of the Airport and the installation of an automated access control closed circuit TV Security System.   He introduced Pete Butler of Reynolds, Smith and Hills who provided a detailed overview of this project.  Three bids were received and Video and Sound Services, Inc. was the low, responsive, and responsible bidder at $1,636,981.22.  The Engineering Fee for Reynolds, Smith and Hills is a not-to-exceed amount of $68,822.70, bringing the total project costs to $370,471.78 less than the amount budgeted.   Staff and the  Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1450; Award of Contract to Video and Sound Services Inc. for Airport Security Program Enhancements.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gorski and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1451; Award of Contract to Geneva Construction Company for Miscellaneous Airport Pavement Rehabilitation and Repairs.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this project.  Mr. Miller explained that in 2009 the Airport Authority budgeted $855,910 for pavement repairs for Airport roadways and taxiways.  He discussed the specific location for these repairs and added that six bids were received with the low, responsive, and responsible bidder being Geneva Construction Company.  Mr. Miller then explained that due to the favorable unit prices received by Geneva Construction Company, as well as the need for additional pavement repairs, the scope of work for this project was expanded to include an additional $122,462.  The total cost along with the owner’s contingency of $63,273.50 provides for a total not-to-exceed amount of $696,009.33; $159,900.67 under the budgeted amount for this project.    Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.  Commissioner Davis stated that he would abstain from voting due to a personal relationship with a member of this Company.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1451; Award of Contract to Geneva Construction Company for Miscellaneous Airport Pavement Rehabilitation and Repairs.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed by roll call vote (8-0).  Commissioner Davis abstained.

Proposed Resolution 2009-1452; Award of Bid to Chicago International Trucks L.L.C. for the Purchase of a 2 ½ Ton Dump Truck with Spreader and Plow.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to continue and he stated that in 2009 the Airport Authority budgeted $139,000 for the purchase of the 2½-ton dump truck with spreader and plow, which will replace an existing dump truck.  He explained that four bids were received and after evaluation, Chicago International Trucks L.L.C. was the low, responsive, and responsible bidder at $111,000; this is $19,000 under the amount budgeted for this purchase.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1452; Award of Bid to Chicago International trucks L.L.C. for the Purchase of a 2½-Ton Dump Truck with Spreader and Plow.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1453; Award of Bid to Tennant Sales and Service for the Purchase of an Industrial Riding Scrubber.
Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this bid award. Mr. Doles stated that Airport employees maintain over 100,000 square feet of hangar floors and the machine currently being used has become obsolete.  Six bids were received for this purchase; however, two of the bids did not comply with the required specifications. The low, responsive and responsible bidder was Tennant Sales and Service in the amount of $22,999.60; $2,000.40 less than the amount budgeted for this purchase.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1453; Award of Bid to Tennant Sales and Service for the Purchase of an Industrial Riding Scrubber.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1454; Award of Bid to Premier Engineering and Manufacturing Inc. for the Purchase of an Aircraft Deicer.
Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this bid award.  Mr. Doles advised that funds were budgeted in 2009 for the purchase of a new aircraft deicer truck, which will provide the Airport the capability to apply both Type I and Type IV fluid; increasing productivity and customer service.  He advised that three bids were received and after evaluation, one of the bids did not meet the required specifications.  The low, responsive and responsible bidder is Premier Engineering and Manufacturing Inc. in the amount of $164,769.66; $15,311.34 under the amount budgeted for this purchase.  Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1454; Award of Bid to Premier Engineering and Manufacturing Inc. for the Purchase of an Aircraft Deicer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1455; Disposition of Surplus Personal Property. 

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to address this request.  Mr. Miller explained that periodically the Airport Authority needs to dispose of surplus property that is not longer utilized or has been replaced; he discussed the equipment to be disposed of and advised that with the Board’s authorization, this equipment would be sold utilizing eBay.   Staff and the Finance Committee recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1455; Disposition of Surplus Personal Property.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia  and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1456; Execution of a Contract with Roaring Thunder Media, L.L.C. to Provide Advertising in the DuPage Flight Center. 

Executive Director Bird stated that at the NBAA Conference in 2008, he met with representatives from Roaring Thunder Media, a firm that provides high-end advertising in corporate airports around the country.   He asked Mark Doles to discuss the specific terms of this contract for advertising and the potential locations within the Flight Center Building.  Mr. Doles also advised that other operators who have done business with Roaring Thunder Media have been contacted and staff is very comfortable with recommending Board approval for this advertising contract. Discussion occurred.  The Capital Development Committee also recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1456; Execution of a Contract with Roaring Thunder Media, L.L.C. to provide Advertising in the DuPage Flight Center.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1457; Approval of Emergency Repairs to Seawall at Prairie Landing Golf Club.

Executive Director Bird asked John Schlaman to address this request for emergency repairs needed to the seawall at Prairie Landing Golf Club.  Mr. Schlaman provided a detailed overview and history of the damage that has occurred due to extremes of weather since its installation in 1998.  He also reviewed the costs involved for the restabilization work that was completed by Riverwalls, Inc. and the work done by the golf course maintenance staff to complete this project.  The immediate repair of this seawall was necessary to correct a serious safety issue for customers and for employees of the golf course.  Staff and the Finance Committee  recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1457; Approval of Emergency Repairs to Seawall at Prairie Landing Golf Club.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).
