REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, June 11, 2008.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:33 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting.

Chairman Goodwin discussed changes in the order of the agenda, beginning with Committee Reports.  He continued that the Capital Development Committee report will be given first and representatives from Reynolds Smith & Hills, Shaw Environmental Inc., and representatives from NIU and CenterPoint Properties will have the opportunity to address the Board.  Chairman Goodwin advised the Board will recess to Executive Session, and when the Regular Meeting reconvenes, the Board will address remaining agenda items.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the May 7, 2008 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the May 7, 2008 Meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion. By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the May 14, 2008 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2008 Meeting of the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and Commissioner LaMantia seconded this motion. By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.  

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird advised fuel sales for the month of May are down 15% for Jet A fuel but only slightly down for 100 LL fuel; this does not reflect the numbers for self-fueling.  He advised that staff is preparing contingency plans for further budget reductions, even though staff has been proactive in reducing expenses for the current fiscal year.  Executive Director Bird advised that staff continues to work with FAA to secure funding for some important Capital Projects and staff continues efforts to further justify proposed runway projects.

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, provided an update on facilities and Flight Center Operation.  He reported there were no lease issues to be addressed at this time.  Mr. Doles advised that DuPage Flight Center has been ranked as the #1 FBO in the Chicagoland area for three of the past four years and received this ranking again for 2008; this ranking is chosen by FBO users across the nation.

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, discussed the progress of the airfield lighting control project and advised that completion is projected within 2 to 3 weeks.  Other on-going projects are roadway and runway painting and marking, mowing and cleanup at both the Airport and DuPage National Technology Park; and nearing completion of the Flight Center deck rail coating project. 

REVIEW OF APRIL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird asked that Lisa Maedgen review the Financial Statements for April 2008 and she reported the following:  Operating Revenues for Airport Operations increased 12% from 2007; Flight Center Fuel Operations revenues increased 19% and Prairie Landing revenues decreased 2.5% from 2007; overall Total Revenues increased 15.5% from 2007.  Expenses for Airport Operations increased 6%; Flight Center Fuel Operations expenses increased 31% and Prairie Landing Expenses decreased 15% from 2007; overall total operating expenses increased nearly 17% from 2007.  Net Operating Income has increased 4%.  Total Non-Operating Revenues have decreased slightly at 10%.  The first property tax payment was received on June 2 and the second payment expected to be received on June 16.  Mrs. Maedgen continued to review the remaining sections of the Financial Statements for April and discussion occurred.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski advised that the Capital Development Committee met earlier in the day and all committee members were present.   He advised that agenda items 9.e. Proposed Resolution 2008-1373; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Design Contract with Reynolds, Smith & Hills for Security Enhancements and 9.f. Proposed Resolution 2008-1381; Authorizing the Execution of Change Order with Shaw Environmental, Inc., are favorably recommended for Board approval.

Proposed Resolution 2008-1373; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Design Contract with Reynolds, Smith & Hills for Security Enhancements.

Executive Director Bird discussed security enhancements that would be addressed by the proposed Engineering Design Contract with Reynolds, Smith & Hills.  He advised that Reynolds, Smith &Hills previously was pre-certified by the Board to provide engineering services; the Design Phase of this contract has been budgeted for Fiscal Year 2008.  Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1373; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Design Contract with Reynolds, Smith & Hills for Security Enhancements.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0).

Proposed Resolution 2008-1381; Authorizing the Execution of Change Order with Shaw Environmental, Inc.

Executive Director Bird advised that Shaw Environmental Inc. has been conducting Leaking Underground Storage Tank Remediation on behalf of the Airport Authority and has successfully obtained closure on three (3) of the seven (7) open incidents.    He added that a site investigation plan and budget for the old Control Tower site has been submitted to IEPA and IEPA has tentatively agreed to reimburse DAA for this work, up to the amount of $29,816.91, from LUST Funds.  Mr. Miller advised that execution of the Change Order to the current Professional Services Agreement with Shaw Environmental Inc. is recommended by staff and the Capital Development Committee for Board approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1381; Authorizing the Execution of Change Order with Shaw Environmental, Inc. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0).

Commissioner Gorski continued with the Capital Development Committee Report, advising that the Committee had given consideration to agenda items 9.g. through 9.k., relating to the NIU Proton Treatment and Research Center.  He stated that the Committee feels this facility will be a very progressive and welcome addition for the DuPage National Technology Park, however, no recommendations for Board action regarding these proposed resolutions will be made at this time pending further review.  Chairman Goodwin stated that the Board is very enthusiastic about this project and asked that representatives from NIU and CenterPoint proceed with their presentations, after which the Board will recess to Executive Session; when the regular meeting is reconvened, proposed resolutions relating to this project will be addressed as appropriate.

Jack Tenison introduced representatives from NIU; Eddie Williams, Executive Vice President and Chief of Operations; Kathy Buettner, Vice President of External Affairs; and John Lewis, Executive Director NIU Proton Treatment and Research Center, LLC.  Each of these individuals presented information relevant to this development. Melissa Roman and Brian Quigley of CenterPoint Properties Trust provided a review of the proposed design plan for the facility and Brad Winnick of JJR provided technical review of the Development Plan on behalf of the Airport Authority.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recess to Executive Session for the discussion of the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the DuPage Airport Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0); the Regular Meeting was recessed at 5:03 p.m.

The Executive Session was adjourned at 6:37 p.m. and the Regular Meeting was immediately reconvened; upon roll call there was a quorum present.

1.f.    Negotiaton and approval by the Authority of a ground lease and assignment of interest in the property from CenterPoint for the NIU Property; and,
1.g.    Approval by Authority staff and consultants, in the sole discretion, of the following items to be submitted by CenterPoint.

i. screenwall details surrounding the reflection pond;

ii. only one sign at the site’s main entrance; and

iii. landbanked parking.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1379; Approving the Development Plan and Final Plan Approval for Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center, LLC. with the amendments as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0).
