REGULAR BOARD MEETING

The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, September 10, 2008.  Due to Chairman Goodwin being delayed, Vice-Chairman Gorski called the meeting to order at 3:23 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting. Chairman Goodwin arrived at approximately 3:40 p.m. and proceeded to Chair the meeting at that time.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Vice-Chairman Gorski asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the August 13, 2008 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2008 Meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Commissioner Meagher seconded this motion.  By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.

Vice-Chairman Gorski asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the August 13, 2008 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gillett made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2008 Board Meeting and Commissioner Huizenga seconded this motion. By roll call vote (7-0) the motion was passed unanimously.

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird discussed the monthly operating statistics:

August was another difficult month for fuel sales; 100LL fuel sales increased just over 21% and Jet A fuel sales decreased 32%, with an overall decrease in total fuel sales of 31%. Staff believes 100LL fuel sales are being driven by the closing of the flight school in Schaumburg and increased enrollment with the DuPage based flight training operations.  Total operations increased 4.8%; local operations down about 3% and itinerate operations up 9.9%.

Illinois Department of Transportation has scheduled the annual Transportation Improvements Program meeting to be held in Springfield on September 23; staff will attend to review important capital improvement projects for the Airport and potential funding.  

Staff is continuing to work with Attorney Luetkehans to assist with the NIU development; a Special Board Meeting may be necessary by the end of September as the lease documents are finalized.  

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, reported that an office lease agreement for the National Transportation and Safety Board appears on the agenda for Board approval.  He advised that the University of Illinois/TRECC office lease has ended and that unit will no longer be financially supported by the University of Illinois.   He continued that Argonne has a Transportation Unit (TRACC) that is currently located on the 2nd floor of the Flight Center and is presently working with the University of Illinois to utilize some of the infrastructure located in the building.  Mr. Doles added that the Airport Authority is currently working with Argonne to lease this space; this could be taking place within the next 30 days and may require a Special Meeting to finalize.

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, discussed the activities of field operations and projects.  He advised that planning is beginning for this year’s snow operations.  Mr. Miller also discussed the completion of the Runway 10/28 project and advised that remarking is now in process with a flight check expected within the next two weeks.  

John Schlaman, Prairie Landing Golf Club, reported that during August golf course greens fees and cart fees increased 13%; number of rounds played increased 18%; Practice Center Revenues increased 16%.  He continued to report that Food and Beverage Revenues increased, however, Banquet Revenues decreased 20% for the month of August; Total Revenues for August increased 7% from 2007.   Mr. Schlaman stated that the golf course and the clubhouse are both in good condition.  

Chairman Goodwin arrived @ 3:40 p.m. and proceeded to chair the meeting, advising of a change in the order of the meeting agenda; the meeting will recess into Executive Session prior to addressing the Old and New Business portions of the agenda.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recess to Executive Session for the discussion of pending, probable or imminent litigation; employee matters; the purchase or lease of real property for the use of the DuPage Airport Authority; the setting of a price for sale or lease of property wanted by the DuPage Airport Authority; and the discussion and semi annual review of lawfully closed Executive Session Minutes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gorski and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0); the Regular Meeting was recessed at 3:42 p.m. and after a short break the Executive Session was convened.

The Executive Session adjourned at 4:56 p.m. and the Regular Meeting was immediately reconvened; there was a quorum present for the remainder of the Regular Board Meeting.  

REVIEW OF JULY FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird provided a review of the Financial Statements and discussion followed.  Commissioner Huizenga commented that July Financial Statements are in good shape in spite of the economy; the Airport Authority is generating dollars and taking care of operational needs. 

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:

Commissioner Huizenga revisited the discussion on the financial adjustments being implemented by the Airport Authority with the budget line item transfers and had no further comments.

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee: 

Commissioner Gillett reported that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee had not met; the Committee’s work is up to date.

Golf Committee:

Commissioner Donnelly commented briefly on the Golf Committee meeting held on September 3 with discussion on timing for the purchase of new golf carts and the adjustment of golf rates.  Also Prairie Landing Golf Course was given a 4½ star rating by Golf Digest Magazine; a part of their Best Places to Play in Illinois. 

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski advised that the Capital Development Committee met earlier in the day and all committee members were present; Commissioner Donnelly and Commissioner Huizenga also attended this meeting.   He continued that agenda item 9.c., addressing the office lease agreement for the National Transportation Safety Board, is recommended for Board approval.   Commissioner Gorski added that the firm of Jacobs Consultancy provided an extensive briefing regarding the Master Plan process; Jacobs will bring development alternatives for review and discussion to the Regular Board Meeting in November with completion of the Master Plan projected for December 2008.  

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
Proposed Resolution 2008-1391; Line Item Budget Transfer for Fiscal Year 2008.
Executive Director Bird advised that as a result of the unforeseen increase in fuel prices during the year, it has become necessary to transfer more funds into the fuel accounts.  He explained that this could be accomplished by formally amending the 2008 budget, which is a lengthy and complicated three-month process, however, a line item transfer within the 2008 budget as presented would be the most time efficient and effective alternative.   He continued that staff had conducted a mid-year review of the 2008 budget to determine where savings could be made and with Board approval these savings would be utilized to supplement the fuel budget line items.    Executive Director Bird stated that this alternative has been vetted by the Finance Committee and that staff and the Finance Committee recommend Board approval.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1391; Line Item Budget Transfer for Fiscal Year 2008. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2008-1393; Authorizing a Contract with Shaw Environmental, Inc. for Underground Storage Tank (UST) Removal and Documentation Services. 

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this proposed resolution.  Mr. Miller advised that a parcel of land was acquired in the 1980’s for future airport development and there have been various other tenants over the years following. He continued that it has become necessary to begin the demolition process at this location and during this process an underground storage tank was uncovered. Mr. Miller advised that Shaw Environmental, Inc. submitted a proposal for time and materials to remove this tank and test the soil.    The Finance Committee has reviewed this request and both staff and the Finance Committee recommend Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1393; Authorizing a Contract with Shaw Environmental, Inc. for Underground Storage Tank (UST) Removal and Documentation Services.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2008-1394; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease with the United States of America for the National Transportation Safety Board. 

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this office lease.  Mr. Doles explained that the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) has been a tenant in good standing since 1988.  The office space occupied by NTSB is located on the First Floor of the Government Center Building and their lease is set to expire on September 30, 2008.  Mr. Doles then discussed the specific terms of the lease and advised that the Capital Development Committee and staff recommend Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Meagher to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1394; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease with the United States of America for the National Transportation Safety Board.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked Jack Tenison to provide an update on activities at the DuPage National Technology Park.   Mr. Tenison advised that primary focus has been assisting NIU with moving forward the development of the Proton Therapy and Research Center and discussed the activities relating to this development.  He also reported on construction issues and an environmental issue on that site that was not determined in the Phase I Study, advising this to be an issue that could be resolved with minor remediation work.   Mr. Tension reported that work continues to resolve punch list items relating to the Tech Park infrastructure dedication and acceptance by the City of West Chicago.  He also discussed perspective tenants for the Tech Park and related activities. 

Fred Reynolds, CenterPoint Properties, continued with the update.  He stated that CenterPoint is also assisting and supporting NIU’s efforts to get development underway for the Proton Therapy and Treatment Facility.   He also commented briefly on discussions taking place with perspective tenants as referred to by Mr. Tenison.

OTHER BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2008-1390; Disclosure of Executive Session Minutes.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2008-1390;Disclosure of Executive Session Minutes.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gorski and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 5:47 p.m.
