The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Wednesday, September 9, 2009.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:08 p.m. and a quorum was present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the May 13, 2009 Board Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the May 13, 2009 Board Meeting and Commissioner Meagher seconded this motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Donnelly seconded this motion. The motion was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird discussed the monthly operating statistics:    

Total number of gallons of fuel sold has decreased nearly 20% for August; 21% from 2008.   Total operations have decreased 25% for August; a 13% decrease from 2008.   These statistics remain consistent with national trends.   Discussion occurred.

Executive Director Bird introduced the Jacobs Consultancy Team, Eric Bernhardt and Rob Hoxie, who provided a power point presentation reviewing the Master Plan objectives.  A final Draft Master Plan was distributed to the Board for their review.   Discussion occurred.   Executive Director Bird advised that the Airport Authority and Consultants would hold a Public Open House at the Airport for the purpose of reviewing this Master Plan with any tenants or interested members of the public.  He continued that notification of this Open House will be published in the Daily Herald and all tenants will be invited to attend and participate.     Executive Director Bird advised the Board will have an opportunity to review the draft for the next two months with further discussion at the November Board Meeting and final adoption at the January 2010 Annual Meeting. 

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to review the progress of the Airport’s current projects; a slide presentation was provided and discussion occurred.  

Staff Updates:

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, advised the Field Maintenance Department spent the summer months mowing and landscaping Airport properties.  He added that the pavement repair projects have been completed and crews are now preparing equipment for winter operations.  

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, discussed building projects and upgrades that are ongoing.  He advised that fuel sales for the Flight Center remained challenging.  He added that the deicer truck has been delivered and staff has been training for use of this equipment.  He also mentioned that a building upgrade project and an extension of a supplement lease with FAA would be presented to the Board for approval.

John Schlaman, General Manager of Prairie Landing Golf Club, reported that all financial numbers for Prairie Landing Golf Course are down however, staff is hoping for a boost in these numbers for September. 

Jack Tension, Executive Director of the DuPage National Technology Park, stated that one of the milestones for the Technology Park was dedication of the infrastructure and this has been completed.  He discussed his work with potential tenants; efforts with Commonwealth Edison to secure a secondary source of power for the Technology Park; possibility for a Metra Station to be located at the Technology Park; and the current status of the Northern Illinois Proton Treatment and Research Center Development.   Fred Reynolds of CenterPoint Properties commented on the status of their work to attract potential tenants to the Technology Park. 

REVIEW OF JULY 2009 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to provide a review of the Financial Statements for July 2009 and discussion followed.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee: 

Commissioner Gillett advised that the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:

Commissioner Huizenga reported that the Finance Committee met this day and the financial statements were discussed as presented by Mrs. Maedgen; he had no further comments.   

Golf Committee:

Commissioner Donnelly advised that the Golf Committee did not meet in September.   He briefly discussed findings from the Annual Audit and advised that Mr. Schlaman had made changes as recommended by John Deland of Wolf and Company and had forwarded that report to Mr. Deland for review.    

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski reported that the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee met on September 2, 2009 for a Special Committee Meeting and also earlier this day for the regular committee meeting.  All committee members were present for both meetings.    The Committee voted unanimously to recommend Board approval for agenda items 9(i) through 9(l) relating to the extension of a supplemental lease for the FAA Master Lease; Concurrence of Award with the State of Illinois for two Airport projects; and the proposed Intergovernmental Agreement with the West Chicago Fire Protection District pending modifications to be made by Attorney Luetkehans relating to insurance coverage.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2009-1473; Award of Contract to Pelagio & Sons Construction, Inc. for Concrete Stair Replacement and Courtyard Improvements for the Air Traffic Control Tower.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this contract award.  Mr. Doles stated that the Airport Authority leases the Air Traffic Control Tower and base building to the FAA and as owner of these buildings the Airport Authority is responsible for maintenance and improvements.  He continued that award of this contract will provide for the stairway at the building entrance to be replaced and upgraded for handicapped accessibility and also for needed landscaping and courtyard improvements.  Mr. Doles advised that 14 bids were received and Pelagio & Sons Construction, Inc. was determined to be the low and responsive bidder; he reviewed the total costs for this contract award.   Mr. Doles also advised that if the entire owner’s contingency is utilized, the project would be over the $50,000 budgeted; funds are available in the 2009 Capital budget to cover the additional expense if needed.    The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1473; Award of Contract to Pelagio & Sons Construction, Inc. for Concrete Stair Replacement and Courtyard Improvements for the Air Traffic Control Tower.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1467; Award of Bid to Seneca Mineral Company for the Procurement of Runway Deicing Fluid.
Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to review this bid award.  Mr. Miller stated that each year the Airport Authority purchases anti-icing and deicing chemicals for runway applications during the snow season.  He continued that three bids were received and Seneca Mineral Company was determined to be the low responsive bidder.  Currently the Airport has nearly 7000 gallons in inventory and staff is requesting approval to purchase up to two loads of Potassium Acetate as needed for a not-to-exceed amount of $45,040 (8,000 gallons).  Funds will be included in the 2010 Budget for this purchase.  The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Meagher to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1467; Award of Bid to Seneca Mineral Company for the Procurement of Runway Deicing Fluid.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Huizenga and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1469; Award of Bid to West Side Tractor Sales for a John Deere 644J  Loader Rental. 

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to  discussed this bid award.  Byron Miller explained that the Airport Authority also utilizes a three-month rental agreement for the use of snow removal equipment, specifically rubber tire end loaders.    He continued that three bids were received for this rental agreement and West Side Tractor was determined to be the low and responsive bidder at  $4,150 per month for three months plus delivery costs of $600; total amount of Agreement is $13,050.  Mr. Miller added that funds are available in the 2009 Budget for the December rental period and will be included in the 2010 budget for January and February.   The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1469; Award of Bid to West Side Tractor Sales for A John Deere 644J Loader Rental.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1480; Award of Snow Removal Contract to Waldschmidt & Associates, Inc.  

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss the award of contract for snow removal for parking lots, roadways and sidewalks at the Airport.   Mr. Miller explained that Waldschmidt & Associates would respond as needed when 2 inches of snow has accumulated or are notified by Airport staff.  Mr. Miller advised that seven bids were received and Waldschmidt & Associates, Inc. was determined to be the low and responsive bidder.  Mr. Miller continued that funds remain in the 2009 Budget for services utilized in November and December if needed and funds will be included in the 2010 budget for the period of January through April 2010.  The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1480; Award of Snow Removal Contract to Waldschmidt & Associates, Inc. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1481; Approval of a Proprietary Purchase from Reinders, Inc. for Two (2) Toro ProCore 648 Turf Aerators for Prairie Landing Golf Club.

Executive Director Bird asked John Schlaman to discussed this request for purchase of turf aerators for Prairie Landing Golf Course.  Mr. Schlaman advised that this purchase would replace aerators utilized at Prairie Landing since 1992 and 1993 and no longer useful for golf course operations.  He continued that in compliance with the Airport Authority’s Procurement Policies and Procedures, bids were solicited for this purchase and three individual quotes were received.  Mr. Schlaman stated that, after thorough review, it was Prairie Landing staff’s opinion that quotes received were not comparable and the equipment was not the best choice for the needs of the golf course.  He continued that Toro ProCore Turf Aerator was determined to be far superior for golf course aeration and could only be purchased from Reinders, Inc., the sole distributor for this specific piece of equipment.    He referred to Golf Course Superintendent Tony Kalina’s Memorandum (Exhibit A) outlining justifiable reasons for the requested sole source purchase from Reinders, Inc.  The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1481; Approval of Proprietary Purchase of Reinders, Inc. for Two (2) Toro ProCore 648 Turf Aerators for Prairie Landing Golf Club.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (9-0).

Commissioner Gorski departed the meeting at 4:30 p.m.

Proposed Resolution 2009-1471; Disposition of Surplus Property.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this request and Mr. Miller explained that the Airport Authority has accumulated surplus personal property that is no longer useful or has been replaced.  Board approval is necessary for disposition of the following property:  (1) one 1991 FWD 4 X 4 Plow Truck; (1) one Champion Air Compressor.   Staff anticipates utilizing eBay for disposition of this equipment.  The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1471; Disposition of Surplus Property.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1474; Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement with the County of DuPage Relating to Lobbyist Services.
Executive Director Bird stated that since 2008, the Airport Authority has partnered with DuPage County for lobbyist services in Washington D.C. with the firm of Baker, Donelson, Bearman, Caldwell & Berkowitz, PC.  He continued that the Airport Authority entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement with DuPage County in the amount of $60,000, utilizing the lobbyist services to pursue federal funding for aviation related projects.  The term of this Intergovernmental Agreement is August 15, 2009 through August 15, 2010 and funds have been budgeted in 2010 for this amount.  The Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1474; Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement with the County of DuPage Relating to Lobbyist Services.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1472; Authorization of an Owners Contingency to a Contract with Video & Sound Services, Inc. for the Security Enhancements Program – Phase 1.

Executive Director Bird explained that the Board previously approved award of a contract to Video & Sound Services, Inc. for the Airport’s Security Enhancements Program.  He continued that an Owner’s Contingency was inadvertently omitted from this contract and staff is requesting approval for $81,000 to be included to correct this oversight.  The addition of this Owner’s Contingency amount will bring the project total cost to $288,621.78, which is still under the amount budgeted for this project.  The Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1472; Authorization of an Owners Contingency to a Contract with Video & Sound Services, Inc. for the Security Enhancements Program –  Phase 1.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1478; Authorizing the Execution of an Extension of Supplemental Lease Agreement Number 1 to the FAA Master Lease.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this resolution.   Mr. Doles stated that the DuPage Airport Authority has in place with FAA a Master Lease for navigation aides for 200 locations on the Airport and normally, FAA would want to obtain 20-year Master Leases for these navigational aids.  He continued that one of the locations on the airport is a remote radio transmitter site located off Tower Road that is a potential site for developing a new hangar and previously when the Master Lease expired, staff requested that FAA relocate this particular site; funding and technical issues prevented this relocation.   Mr. Doles advised that FAA is also looking for an additional navigation aid site on Airport property.  He added that not having a valid Master Lease in place could jeopardize receiving federal grants in the future so staff has worked with FAA to reduce the standard 20-year term for a proposed one-year term to expire September 30, 2010.  The Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia  to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1471; Disposition of Surplus Property.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1465; Concurrence of Award with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836 to the Lowest Responsive Bidder.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this proposed resolution.  Mr. Miller stated that in 2007, FAA conducted a full scale Runway Safety Action Team Meeting at DuPage Airport for the purpose of developing and implementing actions to improve runway safety.  He continued that one of the actions items from this meeting was the need to modify airfield signage to meet current FAA standards.  Mr. Miller explained that the State of Illinois - Division of Aeronautics solicited bids in June 2009 and the bid was awarded to Gaffney’s Protective Maintenance at the total cost of $888,597; FAA portion of this cost is 95% and the State of Illinois and the Airport Authority’s share will be 2.5% each or $22,214.93.  This resolution authorizes concurrence of award with the State of Illinois for this project.  The Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and Staff recommended Board approval.  Commissioner Davis advised that he would abstain from voting due to having previous business dealings with this company.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1471; Disposition of Surplus Property.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (7-0).  Commissioner Davis abstained.

Proposed Resolution 2009-1477; Concurrence of Award with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4; DPA-3391 to the Lowest Responsive Bidder.

Executive Director Bird asked Mr. Miller to continue and he stated that the Airport Authority requested the State of Illinois, Division of Aeronautics, to program a project to construct an additional apron South of the current South Flight Center Apron to provide developable sites for new hangars.  He continued that State of Illinois - Division of Aeronautics solicited bids for this project at their June 12, 2009 letting and the low, responsible bidder was Sjostrom & Sons Inc.  This resolution will authorize the Airport Authority’s concurrence with this bid award.  The total cost of this project would be $4,165,549.12; FAA’s portion of the total cost is 95%; Airport Authority and the State of Illinois’ share is 2.5% each or $104,138.73. The Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and  Staff recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Meagher to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1477; Concurrence of Award with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct South flight Center Apron – Phase 4; DPA-3391 to the Lowest Responsive Bidder.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1479; Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement with West Chicago Fire Protection District for Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting Services.

Executive Director Bird advised that this Draft Intergovernmental Agreement with the West Chicago Fire Protection District was reviewed at the September 2, 2009 Special Capital Development Committee Meeting and again at the Regular Capital Development Committee Meeting held earlier this day.   He explained that the need for this IGA was precipitated by the Fire Protection District’s intent to move in early 2010 from the current airport fire station to new facilities off airport property and the importance of aircraft rescue services to remain available on the airfield.   Attorney Luetkehans reviewed with the Board specific terms of this Intergovernmental Agreement and also the modifications requested by the Capital Development  Committee at both the Special and Regular Meetings.  Discussion occurred.   Executive Director Bird advised that the Capital Development Committee recommended this Intergovernmental Agreement for Board approval subject to Attorney Luetkehans making the required language changes to the document and staff being satisfied with the existing insurance coverage; staff is also in agreement.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1479Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Agreement with West Chicago Fire Protection District for Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting Services subject to the requested language changes and staff’s satisfaction with the existing insurance coverage.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2009-1483; Authorizing the Execution of a Contract with the Institute for Work & the Economy to Perform a Case Study on the DuPage Airport Authority.

Executive Director David Bird stated that following the presentation to the DuPage County Board, the Chairman was approached by persons requesting additional information regarding the process of the changes at the Airport Authority.  This provided an opportunity for an academic case study to be done on the DuPage Airport Authority.  He continued that this is a result of the positive changes that have been implemented by Airport Authority Board and staff in recent years to ensure the DuPage Airport Authority is operated in a business like manner and to achieve transparency.   Chairman Goodwin further reviewed the focus of this case study and discussion occurred.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Resolution 2009-1483; Authorizing the Execution of a Contract with the institute for Work & the Economy to Perform a Case Study on the DuPage Airport Authority.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Commissioner Meagher departed the meeting at 5:00 p.m. 
RECESS TO EXECUTIVE SESSION

Commissioner LaMantia made a MOTION to recess to Executive Session for the discussion of pending, probable or imminent litigation; and the setting of a price for sale or lease of property owned by the DuPage Airport Authority.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed by roll call vote (7-0).  The meeting recessed to Executive Session at 5:04 p.m.    

RECOVENE REGULAR SESSION

The Executive Session was adjourned and the Regular Session reconvened at 5:45 p.m. and, upon roll call, a quorum was present for the meeting.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to adjourn the Regular Meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 6:20 p.m.
