The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Monday, March 12, 2007.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:43 p.m. and there was a quorum present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 8, 2007 Regular and Annual Board Meeting, there were none. Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2007 Regular and Annual Board Meeting and Commissioner Gillett seconded this motion.  The motion was unanimously passed by roll call vote (5-0). 

Chairman Goodwin asked if there were additions or corrections to the minutes of the January 30, 2007 Golf Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the January 30, 2007 Golf Committee Meeting and Commissioner Gorski seconded this motion. By roll call vote (5-0) the motion was passed unanimously. 

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the February 8, 2007 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and there were none.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the February 8, 2007 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting and Commissioner Donnelly seconded this motion.  By roll call vote (5-0) the motion was passed unanimously.

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Executive Director Bird reviewed the status of the FAA Authorization process and the controversy surrounding a possible shift in funding from a fuel tax to user fees.  He also reported that fuel sales for February are decreased but when taking into consideration the self-fueling operations, this decrease is less than 1%; local and itinerant operations are down significantly for February.

Mike Masciola, Director of Business Development and Marketing, highlighted the following activities for his department:  Good press coverage received from the announcement of the Economic Impact Analysis; Business and Corporate Aviation Magazine included the DuPage Airport in an article discussing the top six busiest General Aviation Airports in the Country which will appear in the April or May issue; General Aviation News has done an article that is expected to appear in the April issue; Pipeline Report includes 25 prospects, 12 of these prospects are of a high priority nature; a recent meeting and tour of the Airport occurred with a company looking to establish a location in the Chicago area; two major events to be held in May and June that will include a tour of the Airport and a Golf Outing at Prairie Landing Golf Course for prospective customers from competing airports and for local CEO’s who may not be familiar with General Aviation/Corporate Airports.

Mark Doles, Director of Operations Planning, advised that negotiations continue with Argonne for leasing 3,000 square feet of office space on the Second Floor of the Flight Center Building. 

John Schlaman, General Manager of Prairie Landing Golf Club, advised preparation is underway for opening the 2007 golf season on Friday, March 23, weather permitting; the Grill Room is planning to open on March 19 and the Annual Easter Brunch is planned for April 8.  Mr. Schlaman also discussed the following:  Two key job vacancies will soon occur in the Food and Beverage Department; a Health Department Inspection was conducted at the Kitty Hawk Deli with no issues; Bruce Charlton of the Robert Trent Jones Organization will be visiting Prairie Landing on Tuesday, March 20 to review some of the maintenance and renovation projects proposed for the golf course; and the West Chicago Chamber will hold a luncheon/meeting at Prairie Landing on Tuesday, March 14.

Byron Miller, Director of Operations, advised that construction season will begin soon with the completion of the Taxiway E project and the continuation of the rehabilitation project for Taxiway A & C.  

Executive Director Bird advised that the next Development Plan from CenterPoint Properties would be submitted and reviewed within the next 4 to 5 weeks. 

REVIEW OF JANUARY 2007 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Executive Director Bird asked that Lisa Maedgen review the Financial Statements and she reported the following:  

Operating Revenues for Airport Operations have decreased $12,000 from 2006; Flight Center Fuel Operations Operating revenues have decreased $82,000, and Prairie Landing Operating Revenues have increased $4,300.  Overall Operating Revenues have decreased $90,000 from 2006. Operating Expenses for Airport Operations have decreased$1,400 from 2006; Fuel Operating Expenses decreased $72,000 and Prairie Landing Operating Expenses increased $20,630 from 2006; Overall Operating Expenses for the three Divisions decreased $52,700 over 2006.

Overall Net-Operating Income has decreased $37,000 from 2006; Non-Operating Revenues overall are down $17,000; Non-Operating Disbursements have decreased overall $350,000 from 2006; Capital Development Program has increased overall $21,700 from 2006. The final Bond Fund payment was made at the end of February; GPS units were paid in full on March 2 and the final payment for purchase of the golf carts will be made very soon; the Airport would then be debt free.

REPORT OF COMMITTEES 

Internal Policy and Compliance Committee:
Commissioner Gillett advised that due to scheduling conflicts the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.  She stated the Committee would meet prior to the April Board Meeting.

Finance, Budget and Audit Committee:  

In Commissioner Huizenga’s absence, Commissioner Donnelly reported that the Finance Committee met on March 6 and reviewed the Financial Statements as presented; and a Resolution is being recommended for Board approval.

Golf Committee:  

Commissioner Donnelly reported that the Golf Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.  He commented briefly on the upcoming visit to Prairie Landing Golf Course by Bruce Charlton of the Robert Trent Jones Organization.  

Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees:

Commissioner Gorski advised that the Capital Development Committee has not met since the last Board Meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
Chairman Goodwin ask Jack Tenison to address issues related to Technology Park Development and Mr. Tenison summarized the ongoing discussions with CenterPoint on the Spec Building, the concept of an incubator facility, and the $500,000 loan made by the County to the Tech Park.

Chairman Goodwin asked that the process for developing a Management Agreement for the Technology Park be expedited and Attorney Luetkehans advised that this proposed document would be brought to the Capital Development Committee for review.

Proposed Ordinance 2007-213; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2007 and Ending December 31, 2007.    

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to address the Budget Ordinance.  She reported that the Tentative Budget and Appropriation Ordinance was adopted by the Board of Commissioners at the January 8, 2007 Annual Meeting; filed for Public Inspection on January 19; Notice of Public Hearing was published on January 23 and the Tentative Budget and Appropriations was submitted to DuPage County Board Chairman Schillerstrom on January 25, 2007; the Public Hearing was held March 12, 2007 with no public attendance.  Mrs. Maedgen related that this Proposed Budget Ordinance is identical to the Tentative Budget and Appropriations Ordinance as passed by the Board in January, and with all requirements met, staff and the Finance Committee recommends Board approval.   Executive Director Bird and Mrs. Maedgen met with members of the DuPage County Chairman’s Office; the majority of their questions related to Technology Park issues.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to approve Proposed Ordinance 2007-213; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2007 and Ending December 31, 2007.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gorski and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (5-0). 

Proposed Resolution 2007-1281; Award of Contract to Allied Waste Services for Garbage Disposal and Portable Restroom Services.

Executive Director Bird advised that the current contract for garbage disposal services will expire on April 15 for locations at the Airport and Prairie Landing Golf Course and Allied Waste Services was the low and responsive bidder.  Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board approval for the award of this contract to Allied Waste Services. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1281; Award of Contract Allied Services for Garbage Disposal and Portable Restroom Services. The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed by unanimously by roll call vote 5-0).

There was no Executive Session held at this meeting.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to adjourn the meeting of the DuPage Airport Authority Board of Commissioners.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner LaMantia and was passed unanimously by voice vote; the meeting was adjourned at 5:11 p.m.
