A meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room, on Wednesday, March 5, 2008.  Chairman Huizenga called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Review of the January  2008 Financial Statements.
Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to discuss the Financial Statements. Mrs. Maedgen reported the following:  Operating Revenues for Airport Operations increased 14.73% from 2007; Flight Center Fuel Operations increased 27.9% and Prairie Landing Operating Revenues decreased 6.6%; with an overall increase of total revenues of 22% from 2007.   

Operating Expenses for Airport Operations increased 176% from 2007; Flight Center Fuel Operations increased 43%; and Prairie Landing Operating Expenses decreased 6.3% from 2007 with an overall increase in total operating expenses of 82% from 2007.  Net Operating Income decreased 224% from 2007.  Mrs. Maedgen discussed the specific areas of increase in expenditures; in January 2008 $500,000 was paid to the DNTP for repayment of the loan to DuPage County; this amount was included in the 2008 Budget and Appropriation, shown as an operating expense.  Discussion continued on the reporting process used for this expenditure for both financial statements and budget.   Also discussion occurred regarding increased expenditures for snow removal, ice control supplies for this season, and fuel prices.

Proposed Ordinance 2008-218; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2008 and Ending December 31, 2008.    

Executive Director Bird stated that the 2008 Tentative Budget and Appropriations was submitted to the DuPage County Chairman’s Office with passage by the Board at the January Meeting.  Mrs. Maedgen advised this is the final Budget and Appropriations for FY 2008 and that all statutory requirements have been met with the public hearing scheduled prior to the Board meeting on March 12.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Ordinance 2008-218; Budget and Appropriations for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2008 and Ending December 31, 2008.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0). 

Proposed Resolution 2008-1359; Award of Bid to J.W. Turf, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) 300-Gallon Dedicated Turf Sprayer for Prairie Landing Golf Club.

Executive Director Bird asked Dan Barna to discuss this purchase and Mr. Barna advised that Prairie Landing Golf Club had budgeted $38,000 in 2008 for purchase of the turf sprayer to replace the existing 15-year old vehicle.  He continued that four bids were received and the low bidder was J.W. Turf in the amount of $33,590, which is $4400 less than the amount budgeted.  Staff recommended approval for this bid award to J.W. Turf, Inc.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2008-1359; Award of Bid to J.W. Turf, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) 300-Gallon Dedicated Turf Sprayer for Prairie Landing Golf Club.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0). 

Proposed Resolution 2008-1360; Award of Bid to Reinders, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) Rough Trim Mower for Prairie Landing Golf Club.

Dan Barna continued to address this bid award and advised that Prairie Landing budgeted $30,000 for the purchase of a new rough trim mower, which would complete the fleet replacement program as planned.   He continued that three bids were received and Reinders, Inc. was the responsible bidder.   Mr. Barna explained that there were three significant deviations from the bid specs that were necessary for this mower: the cutting deck needs the ability to shift mowing from right-to-left due to golf course terrain; a 3-wheel drive vehicle was speced and the bid was for a 2-wheel drive; the discharge of grass clippings was speced for rear discharge and the bid was for side discharge of clippings.    Reinders was the low and responsible bidder at $1800 under the amount budgeted; staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2008-1360; Award of Bid to Reinders, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) Rough Trim Mower for Prairie Landing Golf Club.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2008-1361; Award of Bid to Reinders, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) Fully Enclosed Reel Grinder for Prairie Landing Golf Club.

Mr. Barna advised that $35,000 was budgeted for the purchase of this grinder which will replace the existing grinder for the Shop at Prairie Landing Golf Course.   He continued that the most responsible bid was not the lowest in cost as there were existing deviations from the bid spec; the unit was not fully enclosed , the unit was not a front loading unit and there was no built-in dust control system.   Reinders, Inc. was the lowest responsible bidder in the amount of $32,000, which is $2900 under the amount budgeted for this purchase.  Staff recommended approval.    

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2008-1361; Award of Bid to Reinders, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) Fully Enclosed Reel Grinder for Prairie Landing Golf Club.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2008-1362; Authorizing the Purchase of a Gas-Hybrid Electric Utility Vehicle from the State of Illinois Contract.

Mr. Barna advised that vehicle replaces an existing 2004 vehicle currently utilized by the nighttime security staff.   He continued that the Airport Authority’s procurement policies provide for purchasing this vehicle from the State of Illinois Contract at considerable savings.  Mr. Barna added that the vehicle will be a gas hybrid at a cost of $24,340;  $6,000 under the amount budgeted and staff recommends approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2008-1362; Authorizing the Purchase of a Gas Hybrid Electric Utility vehicle for the State of Illinois Contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Other Business

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to adjourn the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by voice vote.  The meeting adjourned at 1:45 p.m.
