Planning Update  

Executive Director Bird reported that there were no additional updates at this time; the State has not released funding for the Master Plan Project and no grants are being issued; projects remain at a standstill.   He advised that at the next meeting staff will bring to the Committee for review and consideration an easement agreement from Commonwealth Edison to allow for the installation of underground power lines along Kautz Road; the agreement is still in the negotiation process.

NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Resolution 2008-1348; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Agreement for Construction Phase Services with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for Airfield Lighting Control and Monitoring System.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss this issue.  Mr. Miller advised that the Board previously approved a design Engineering Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly (CMT); a Participation Agreement with IDA; and also concurred with the award of the project to Gafney’s Protective Maintenance.  This proposed resolution relates to the Construction Phase Services for this project.  He continued that the Airport Authority’s share of the total project amount is $820.00.  Staff, along with Attorney Phil Luetkehans, proceeded to clarify the terms of this Engineering Agreement.  During the course of this discussion, the Committee determined that a more simplified, streamlined process for reviewing and approving grant projects should be developed as the process currently requires several steps of approval by the Committee and the Board.  Chairman Gorski advised that with the agreement of Board Chairman Goodwin, development of a new process could be addressed at the next committee meeting. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2008-1348; Authorizing the Execution of an Engineering Agreement for Construction Phase Services with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for Airfield Lighting Control and Monitoring System.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (4-0).
