OLD BUSINESS

Planning Update 

Executive Director Bird reported that a Public Open House was held on October 4, 2009 at the DuPage Airport to provide an opportunity for tenants and other interested parties to review and discuss the proposed Airport Master Plan. He continued that 20 people attended the presentation made by Jacobs Consultancy and  a question and answer period followed the presentation. Executive Director Bird stated that the main concerns expressed were relating to the proposed decommissioning of Runway 15/33.

Executive Director Bird commented on the project to construct an access road to the Northeast Quadrant of the Airport, providing access for fuel trucks to travel off public roadways.  He continued to discuss this project and its importance to the Airport.

He also advised that Congressman Foster’s office forwarded to the State of Illinois Department of Transportation a letter of support for the project to strengthen and widen the Primary Runway 2L/20R.

Executive Director Bird stated these proposed resolutions both referenced the next phase of development for the South Flight Center Apron; authorizing execution of an Engineering Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for Construction Phase Services and a Participation Agreement with the Illinois Department of Transportation – Division of Aeronautics.    

Staff discussed these two agreements, and the costs associated with the project.   

Staff recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gillett to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2009-1475; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services – Construction Phase to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4:  DPA-3391; and Proposed Resolution 2009-1476; Authorizing the Execution of a Participation Agreement with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct South Flight Center Apron – Phase 4:  DPA-3391.

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed by roll call vote (4-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2009-1463; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for Construction Phase Services for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.

Executive Director Bird explained these proposed resolutions would authorize execution of a Participation Agreement with the Illinois Department of Transportation – Division of Aeronautics and an Engineering Services Agreement with Crawford, Murphy, and Tilly for the project to construct airfield signage updates.  He continued this was an action item recommended by the FAA at the Runway Safety Action Team Meeting conducted at the Airport in 2007.  Mr. Miller discussed the specifics of this project and the costs associated.    Discussion occurred and staff recommended approval.  Commissioner Davis advised that he would abstain from voting on the resolution relating to the Participation Agreement and Attorney Luetkehans recommended the vote be taken separately for each Resolution.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2009-1463; Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement for Engineering Services to Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. for Construction Phase Services for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates:  DPA-3836.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (4-0).

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2009-1464; Authorizing the Execution of a Participation Agreement with the State of Illinois for the Project Described as Construct Airfield Signage Updates: DPA-3836.

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed by roll call vote (3-0).

Commissioner Davis abstained from voting on this resolution.

Proposed Resolution 2009-1488; Authorizing the Execution of an Extension of an Office Lease Agreement for NetJets Services, Inc.

Mark Doles explained that due to timing issues and in order to retain this long-term tenant, the renewal for this office Lease Agreement with NetJets Services was approved and executed administratively by the Executive Director.  Mr. Doles discussed the terms of this office lease agreement and advised that staff is requesting after-the-fact approval for execution.  Chairman Gorski stated the Committee would recommend the Executive Director’s action be ratified with approval of the proposed resolution. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2009-1488; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement for NetJets Services, Inc.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (4-0).

Proposed Ordinance 2009-227; Temporary Reduction in Certain Fees.

Mark Doles advised the Board had previously discussed a proposed reduction in SASO fees for based regulated aviation businesses at the Airport in view of the economic downturn.  Mr. Doles review the proposed temporary fee structure and added that Attorney Luetkehans had advised Board action would be required for this temporary reduction in SASO fees.  Attorney Leutkehans prepared the Ordinance to authorize this fee reduction.  Staff recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner LaMantia to recommend Board approval for Proposed Ordinance 2009-227; Temporary Reduction in Certain Fees.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (4-0).
