Proposed Resolution 2008-1394; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease with the United States of America for the National Transportation Safety Board.

Planning Update

He continued that representatives from Jacobs Consultancy would present a midpoint briefing on the work completed to date, and their findings and recommendations and introduced Eric Bernhardt, Bill Flock and Robert Hoxie of Jacobs Consultancy.  Mr. Bernhardt advised that Jacobs Consultancy is working as a team with Reynolds Smith and Hills and with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly for this planning process.  The following the topics were discussed as outlined:  Progress to date with strategic assessment, market assessment and Aviation demand forecasts; Requirements and Development Opportunities; Scope and schedules for completion.  Mr. Bernhardt then advised that completion of the Master Plan is projected for December 2008 and that alternative planning options will be brought to the Board for review and discussion at the November Board Meeting.
