Discussion And Review Of The Proposed Intergovernmental Agreement With The West Chicago Fire Protection District For Aircraft Rescue And Fire Fighting Services.

Executive Director David Bird advised that for the last few months, negotiations have been ongoing to develop an Intergovernmental Agreement between the West Chicago Fire Protection District and the Airport Authority for Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting Services.   He continued that the West Chicago Fire Protection District Staff, Airport Authority Staff and Attorneys for both entities have participated in these negotiations and this special meeting would provide an opportunity for the Committee to review the IGA prior to the September 9 Board Meeting.  He advised the need for this IGA was precipitated by the Fire Protection District’s intentions to move in early 2010 from the current fire station located on Airport property to new facilities, no longer utilizing the present  Airport fire station.   Executive Director Bird explained that given the current service levels and the type of airport that DuPage markets to existing and future corporate tenants, there is a definite need for aircraft rescue and fire fighting services to remain available on the airfield.    

Executive Director Bird asked Phil Luetkehans to outline the key details and specific terms contained within this IGA.   Discussion occurred.  

No action was required at this meeting for this proposed Intergovernmental Agreement.

Commissioner Gillett made a MOTION to adjourn the Special Meeting of the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting; the motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was unanimously passed by voice vote.   The meeting was adjourned at 5:04 p.m.
