A meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room, on Tuesday, January 30, 2007.  Chairman Huizenga called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Review of the December 2006 Financial Statements.
Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to discuss the Financial Statements for December 2006.  Mrs. Maedgen reported that for Airport Operations, the operating revenues have decreased by $47,000 from 2005; Flight Center Fuel Operations revenues have increased by $522,700; and for Prairie Landing Operation, revenues are down by $69,600 from 2005.  She added that the percentage of the Budget-To-Date is 96% and revenues increased $405,584 over 2005.

Mrs. Maedgen continued that Airport Operating Expenses are $239,000 above 2005; an increase of $361,000 for Fuel Operations; and Prairie Landing Expenditures have increased by $42,000 from 2005 with an overall increase of $642,700 from 2005.  She added that the Airport Authority

finished 2006 with expenditures under budget or at 89%; Fuel Operations Expenditures increased at 5% above the 2006 budget; and Prairie Landing ended 2006 4% under budget.  

She also reported that Net Operating Income has decreased by $237,000 from 2005; 87.93% of budget and overall 2006 cash has increased.  She concluded that beginning 2007, the cash balance for Airport Operations, Fuel Operations and Prairie Landing is $6,409,718. She also added that February 1, 2007 will be the final payment for the bond fund and the Airport Authority will be debt free.   

Proposed Resolution 2007-1273; Award of Contract to Sound Incorporated for Expansion of the DuPage Airport Authority Security Camera System Phase II.

Executive Director Bird asked Dan Barna to review this proposed Resolution and he reported that this is a three-phase security camera expansion project.  He explained that Phase I of this project, completed in 2006, put into place the base system at the Flight Center Building and Phase II and Phase III were both budgeted for 2007 and will add six wireless cameras to the existing system at various locations throughout the Airport.  He continued that bids were solicited and five received with the lowest bidder being Sound Incorporated at $39,000, which is $10,000 under the budget amount for this phase of the project. Mr. Barna advised that staff is recommending this contract be awarded to Sound Incorporated.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1273; Award of Contract to Sound Incorporated for Expansion of the DuPage Airport Authority Security Camera System Phase II.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1274; Award of Contract to Kard Protection Group for Providing Contract Security Services.

Dan Barna addressed the proposed Resolution to award the contract to Kard Protection Group for Security Services.  He advised that the term of this contract will be for the remainder of 2007; January 15, 2007 through December 31, 2007 and that seven bids were submitted with Kard Protection Group being the lowest responsible bidder at the cost of $49,599, which is $17,000 less than the amount budgeted for these services.  Mr. Barna concluded that staff is recommending the contract for security services be awarded to Kard Protection Group.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2007-1274; Award of Contract to Kard Protection Group for Providing Contract Security Services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).  

Proposed Resolution 2007-1275; Award of Contract for Linen and Towel Rental Services to Valley Linen Supply.

Mr. Barna explained that each year Prairie Landing and the Kitty Hawk Deli utilizes linen and towel rental services to provide tablecloths, napkins and aprons for these facilities on a weekly basis for a contract term of two years. He continued that two bids were submitted and Valley Linen Supply was the lowest bidder.  Mr. Barna stated that staff recommends this contract be awarded to Valley Linen Supply.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to recommend Board approval for Proposed Resolution 2007-1275; Award of Contract to Valley Linen Supply for Linen and Towel Rental Services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (3-0).

Other Business

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to adjourn the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and the motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis.  The motion was passed unanimously by voice vote and the meeting was adjourned at 1:52 p.m.
