A meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room, on Wednesday, March 24, 2010.  Chairman Huizenga called the meeting to order at 1:17 p.m.

Review of January 2010 Financial Statements

Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to provide a review of the January Financial Statements:  Mrs. Maedgen reported that the Airport Authority began 2010 with a cash balance of $20.4 million; $9.8 million of which is part of the reserve account for future Capital Projects.

Total Operating Revenues overall decreased nearly 2.5% from 2009.   Total Operating Expenses decreased overall 2.2% from 2009.  Net Operating Income is just under $141,000; decreased 3.8% from 2009.  Non Operating Revenue decreased 2.2% overall and Non-Operating Expenses decreased 3.85% from 2009.  Total Capital Development Program overall decreased 80%.  

The total ending cash balance for January 2010 has increased 11% from 2009; $20,607.802.

Discussion occurred. 
Proposed Ordinance 2010-231; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2010 and Ending December 31, 2010.
Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to review the Budget and Appropriations Ordinance. 

Mrs. Maedgen advised that the Ordinance would need some additional adjustments.  These minor adjustments are due to a miscalculation in the amount shown for the reserve funds.  Discussion occurred.  Mrs. Maedgen advised these adjustments will be finalized and the Budget and Appropriations Ordinance will be ready for consideration at the Board Meeting if the Committee agrees.  Executive Director Bird advised there would be no other line item changes needed  only adjustments made in the reserve account and the cover sheet would be amended.

Chairman Huizenga advised that the Finance Committee would take no action on the Budget and Appropriations Ordinance and this proposed Ordinance would be brought directly to the Board for consideration and action.

Proposed Resolution 2010-1496; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of One (1) Eight Passenger Full Size Van.

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss the proposed bid award.  Mr. Miller stated that twelve (12) bids were received for procurement of this van and after evaluation of the bids, Badger Truck Center, Inc. was determined to be the low, responsive and responsible bidder.  He continued that  all of the required specifications were met by Badger Truck Center.    Discussion occurred and staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1496; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) Eight Passenger Full Size Van.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1497; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc. for the Procurement of One (1) 4-Wheel Drive Crew Cab Pick-up.

Mr. Miller stated that Badger Truck Center, Inc. was again determined to be the lowest responsive and responsible bidder after evaluation.  He added that (9) nine bids were received and Badger Truck Center met all of the required specifications.  Discussion occurred.  Staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner D​​​​onnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1497; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of One (1) 4-Wheel Drive Crew Cab Pick-up. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1498; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of One (1) 4-Wheel Drive Pick-up.

Mr. Miller continued that Badger Truck Center was the low, responsive and responsible bidder for the 4-Wheel Drive Pick up Truck.  Discussion continued and staff recommended approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner D​​​​avis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1498; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of One (1) 4-Wheel Drive Pick-up. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1499; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of Two (2) One Ton Cargo Vans.

Mr. Miller advised that Badger Truck Center was the low, responsive and responsible bidder for these vans.  He continued there were twelve (12) bids received, two vendors did not meet the required specifications.  Discussion continued and staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner D​​​​onnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1499; Award of Bid to Badger Truck Center, Inc.  for the Procurement of Two (2) One Ton Cargo Vans. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1500; Award of Bid to Wausau Everest, Inc.  for the Procurement of a High Speed, All Wheel Drive, Airport Snow Blower.

Mr. Miller addressed this recommended bid award.  He advised that the unit now in use was acquired in 1980 and is ready for replacement.  Mr. Miller continued that after evaluation of the bids, it was determined that the lowest bids did not meet the required specifications.  Discussion occurred relating to the non-responsive bids and discussing the criteria used to evaluate the bids. Mr. Miller advised that Wausau Everest, Inc. was determined to be the low, responsive, and responsible bidder.   Staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner D​​​​avis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1500; Award of Bid to Wausau Everest, Inc. for the Procurement of a High Speed, All Wheel Drive, Airport Snow Blower. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1503; Award of Bid to Waste Management of Illinois for Garbage Disposal Services for the DuPage Airport Authority. 

Byron Miller advised a three-year contract for garbage disposal services with Allied Waste Services will expire on April 15, 2010.  He continued the six (6) bids were received and after evaluation, Waste Management of Illinois was determined to be the low, responsive, and responsible bidder.   The terms of this contract were discussed and  staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly​ to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1503; Award of Bid to Waste Management of Illinois for Garbage Disposal Services for the DuPage Airport Authority. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2010-1504; Award of Bid to J.W. Turf, Inc. for the Procurement of Eight (8) 2010 Model Year Walking Greens Mowers.

Executive Director Bird asked John Schlaman to review this proposed bid award.  Mr. Schlaman advised that staff is recommending replacement of the current greens mowers that are approaching 11 years old.   He continued that these mowers would be utilized as tee mowers, replacing the current tee mowers that are in extreme disrepair.   The eight (8) new greens mowers would greatly improve the quality of the putting surfaces at the golf course. He advised that five (5) sealed bids were received and after review, one bid did not meet the specifications and determined to be unresponsive.   Mr. Schlaman stated that J.W. Turf, Inc. was the low, responsive and responsible bidder.  Discussion occurred and staff recommended approval. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner D​​​​onnelly to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2010-1504; Award of Bid to J.W. Turf, Inc. for the Procurement of Eight (8) 2010 Model Year Walking Greens Mowers. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0).
