A meeting of the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room, on Tuesday, March 6, 2007.  Chairman Huizenga called the meeting to order at 9:32 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS

Review of the January 2007 Financial Statements.
Executive Director Bird asked Lisa Maedgen to discuss the Financial Statements for January 2007 and she reported the following:

Operating Revenues for Airport Operations have decreased $12,000 from 2006; Flight Center Fuel Operations have decreased $82,000 and Prairie Landing Operating Revenue have increased $4,000; with an overall decrease of $90,000 from 2006.   

Operating Expenses for the Airport Operation have decreased $1,400 from 2006; Flight Center Fuel Operations have decreased $72,000; and Prairie Landing Operating Expenses have increased $20,600 from 2006. Net Operating Income is $285,000 or $37,000 less than 2006. 

Mrs. Maedgen continued to review each section of the Financial Statements and discussion occurred.  

Proposed Ordinance 2007-213; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2007 and ending December 31, 2007.

Lisa Maedgen stated that this Proposed Ordinance is identical to the Tentative Budget and Appropriations Ordinance that was passed by the Board at the January Meeting.   She continued that the tentative budget document was submitted to DuPage County Chairman Schillerstrom for review and all requirements have been met for completing the Budget process with the Public Hearing scheduled for 1:00 p.m. on March 12, 2007.  Mrs. Maedgen advised that referral to the Board for approval is recommended. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval for Proposed Ordinance 2007-213; Adopting Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for the DuPage Airport Authority for the Fiscal Year Beginning January 1, 2007 and ending December 31, 2007.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (3-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1281; Award of Contract to Allied Waste Services for Garbage Disposal and Portable Restroom Services.
Dan Barna explained that the current contract for garbage disposal services that provides service for both the Airport and Prairie Landing Golf Course would expire on April 15.  He continued that Allied Waste Services was the low and responsive bidder for this contract at a cost under the amount budgeted in 2007 and staff recommends approval of this contract. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to recommend Board approval of Proposed Resolution 2007-1281; Award of Contract to Allied Waste Services for Garbage Disposal and Portable Restroom Services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Donnelly and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (3-0). 

Other Business

Executive Director Bird advised he and Chairman Huizenga recently met with Allen Kracower of Allen Kracower and Associates to discuss landscaping upgrades and the potential development of a contract that will include plans for landscape improvements, a signage package for the Airport, and building and design standards for airside development.   Discussion occurred briefly. 

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Donnelly to adjourn the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee and the motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis.  The motion was passed unanimously by voice vote and the meeting was adjourned at 10:26 a.m.
