NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Ordinance 2010-223; Amending the DuPage Airport Authority Code and Revising the Procurement Policies and Procedures Manual of the DuPage Airport Authority.

Executive Director Bird stated that, at the March meeting, the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended a review of the Procurement Procedures by the Internal Policy and Compliance Committee to determine if it could be legally permissible to provide an opportunity for a local bidder, if that firm is within a specific bid amount, to renegotiate their bid to meet or exceed the lowest bidder who may not be a local firm.   Attorney Luetkehans directed his staff member, Brian Armstrong, to address this amendment with the Policy Committee.  Attorney Armstrong explained that the changes would define what constitutes a local bidder and the required provisions to be qualified as a local bidder.   Commissioner Gorski asked for clarification to determine if the Airport’s jurisdictional boundaries are coterminous with DuPage County and recommended that the term “local bidder” be more clearly defined as “within the Airport’s corporate limits.   Discussion occurred.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to recommend Board approval for Proposed Ordinance 2010-223; Amending the DuPage Airport Authority Code and Revising the Procurement Policies and Procedures Manual of the DuPage Airport Authority with the revisions as discussed.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (3 - 0).
