The Regular Meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the DuPage Airport Authority was convened at the DuPage Flight Center, 2700 International Drive, West Chicago, Illinois, 1st Floor Conference Room; Tuesday, September 11, 2007.  Chairman Goodwin called the meeting to order at 3:10 p.m. and there was a quorum present for the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the July 24, 2007 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting.  Commissioner Huizenga made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the July 24, 2007 Finance, Budget and Audit Committee Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion.  The motion was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0). 

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the July 24, 2007 Golf Committee Meeting.  Commissioner Donnelly made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the July 24, 2007 Golf Committee  Meeting and Commissioner Davis seconded this motion.  The motion was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0).

Chairman Goodwin asked for additions or corrections to the minutes of the August 14, 2007 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee Meeting.  Commissioner Gorski made a MOTION to approve the minutes of the August 14, 2007 Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee  Meeting and Commissioner Meagher seconded this motion.  The motion was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0).

PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no one registered for public comment.

Chairman Goodwin advised that in the interest of time, staff and committee reports would not be presented at this meeting and the Board would only address the New Business portion of the agenda.

NEW BUSINESS
Proposed Resolution 2007-1324; Authorizing the Execution of a Sublease Agreement with AGS Partners and DuPage Aerospace.

Attorney Bruce Garner advised that Scott Aviation is selling their business to DuPage Aerospace Corporation and that the Board had previously approved the assignment of the Ground Lease where Scott Aviation is located to AGS Partners for a term ending in 2029.    He continued that AGS Partners is requesting consent for a sublease to the ground lease to DuPage Aerospace who now wants to purchase Scott Aviation.   Attorney Garner discussed in detail the documents presented to the Board for approval and the terms of the Sublease Agreement.  Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1324; Authorizing the Execution of a Sublease Agreement with AGS Partners and DuPage Aerospace.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gillett and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1325; Authorizing the Execution of a SASO Agreement with DuPage Aerospace.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this agreement and he explained that with Board approval of the Consent to Sublease for DuPage Aerospace Corporation, it is necessary that a SASO Agreement be approved for operating the business.  He advised that DuPage Aerospace will continue to perform the same operations as Scott Aviation and will use the standard SASO Agreement format with the appropriate business terms inserted.  He proceeded to discuss the business terms briefly.   The Capital Development Committee and staff recommended Board approval.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Gorski to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1325; Authorizing the Execution of a SASO Agreement with DuPage Aerospace.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1323; Award of Contract to KCW Environmental Conditioning Inc. for Government Center HVAC Renovation.  
Executive Director Bird asked Dan Barna to discuss this issue.    Mr. Barna advised that after the bid process was completed, KCW Environmental Conditioning Inc. was determined to be the low and responsive bidder for this project at the Government Center Building.  He continued that HVAC controls in the building are obsolete and the ductwork zoning does not allow for proper heating and cooling and that KCW Environmental Conditional will complete this project at a cost of $56,949 with a 10% owners contingency.   Mr. Barna explained that the additional funds budgeted will be used for replacement of ceiling tiles, the temporary relocation of the tenant, and other minor renovations.    Staff and the Finance, Budget and Audit Committee recommended Board approval.  

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Huizenga to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1323; Award of Contract to KCW Environmental Conditioning Inc. for Government Center HVAC Renovation. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0). 

Proposed Resolution 2007-1327; Authorizing an Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. to Provide Easement Acquisition Services for the DuPage Airport Authority.  

Executive Director Bird asked Byron Miller to discuss and he advised this agreement is to allow for researching of property owners and legal descriptions, to obtain value assessments for each parcel, prepare obstruction removal estimates and preparation of easement acquisitions.  He continued that this would also allow the Airport Authority to take advantage of federal funding assistance that typically becomes available at the end of each year.  Mr. Miller explained that the Airport Authority will pay for the initial planning process at a not-to-exceed cost of $53,000 and will receive reimbursement for the Authority’s share of the project when completed which should be no more than 5% of the project costs.   The Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee and staff recommended approval by the Board.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner  LaMantia to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1327; Authorizing an Agreement with Crawford, Murphy and Tilly, Inc. to Provide Easement Acquisition Services for the DuPage Airport Authority.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Davis and was passed unanimously by roll call vote (8-0).

Proposed Resolution 2007-1326; Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement with Roberts Aircraft Sales, Inc.

Executive Director Bird asked Mark Doles to discuss this Office Lease Agreement and he explained that Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc. is a subdivision of Mukenschnabl, Inc., a tenant in good standing for over 20 years, and is requesting individual office space for Roberts Aircraft Sales Inc. within the same building they currently occupy.   Mr. Doles discussed the terms of this office lease agreement for 159 square feet of vacant space on the first floor of the Government Center Building.   Staff and the Capital Development, Leasing and Customer Fees Committee recommended Board approval.

A MOTION was made by Commissioner Davis to approve Proposed Resolution 2007-1326;  Authorizing the Execution of an Office Lease Agreement with Roberts Aircraft sales Inc.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Meagher and was unanimously passed by roll call vote (8-0).
